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Program Description:

The Library at Arkansas State University invites donations to cover the cost of purchase of general and reference books, journal subscriptions, and video and compact disk resources to honor, memorialize, celebrate or otherwise acknowledge a person or event.  

Donations for purchase of library materials will be recognized and publicized in several ways, including (a) a permanent book plate will be placed in each item purchased with the donated funds, (b) the donor and honoree will receive an official “Certificate of Library Support”, and (c) the names of the donors and honoree will be added to the online catalog of the library, permitting electronic searches and verification of donations. 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Guidelines for Giving:

Guidelines for donation of funds for purchase of materials to be added to collections in the Dean B. Ellis Library at Arkansas State University are: 

We propose a program in which students, parents, spouses, friends, alumni, employers, professors, administrators, mentors, and others will support development of the library by making donations of $50.00 per item to the library, or the actual cost of the item if more than $50.00, for purchase of library materials to acknowledge, celebrate, memorialize, or otherwise salute persons or events that have special significance to them.   

Under this program, for example, (a) students will be able to say thanks to parents, grandparents, mentors, professors, etc. by making a donation to the library to purchase a book in their honor; (b) student organizations will be able to express appreciation for their graduating officers and members by making a donation to the library to purchase a book in their honor; (c) parents, relatives, friends and employers will be able to commemorate someone’s graduation and other academic achievements by making a donation to the library to purchase a book in their honor; and (d) others will make donations to the library to purchase a book to honor someone, memorialize someone, and/or celebrate an event, such as anniversaries, birthdays, etc. 

The general procedure for this giving opportunity is: (a) receipt of the donation and suggestions for purchases, if any, from the donor; (b)  purchase and processing of the library item; (c) a bookplate will be placed in the item purchased; (d) sending a printed “Gift Certificate” to both the donor and the honoree; (e) regularly scheduled exhibits of the donated items in the library; and (f) publicity and promotion of the gift program and gifts received to date. 

Additionally, the library’s online catalog will be searchable by the name of the honoree with a note in the record for each item donated that indicates that it has been donated to honor that person.  A search using the name of the donor and/or the name of the honoree will reveal the items that have been donated, the donor, and the person honored.  (Search the library’s online catalog for “Brady Banta donated” or “Nola Christenberry donated” or “Willie L. Grant donated” for examples of acknowledgements of recent gifts to the library.)
